Abstract

The author tries to give a complete picture of the 150 years’ musi-
cal life of Shanghai Jews since the mid — 19" century. The book starts
with Kaifeng Jews’ liturgical music as the earliest background of
Shanghai Jewish musical activities, a subject rarely treated even in the
Western academy. After the description of the two ancestral Jewish
branches in Shanghai, coming from Baghdad and China’s Harbin re-
spectively, the book focuses on its main part, the European Jewish
refugees in WWII, by dividing it into three stages: i. e. arrival, ghet-
to and post — war periods. The author also pays attention to Shanghai
Jews’ musical events outside the community and their contributions to
China’s musical life and music education. The last part, based on the
writer’s fieldwork, tackles the present new Jewish community in
Shanghai, a topic both interesting and untouched till now.

From the perspective of urban ethnomusicology, the book atta-

ches importance to all music religious music, traditional music,
art music and popular music - in the musical life of such an urban
enclave or diaspora as Shanghai Jewish community. In addition, the
musical story of Shanghai Jewry is put into such anthropological frame-
work as Geertz’s tripartite model ( traditional construction, social ma-
intenance, and individual creation), as well as tackles the theory
concerning the relationship between music and migration.
Furthermore, the book makes an attempt to prove the strong via-
bility of Jewish people, either as businessmen or as refugees, by
means of their musical experiences from Kaifeng to Haerbin, and last

to Shanghai. Their legends shed light on their cohesion, in which mu-
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sic was and is an indispensable parameter. From another perspective,
the Jewish survival in China also reveals at a deeper level the intricate
and complicated politics and national conflicts brought up by its sever-
al multicultural and multi — national phases in the history of this coun-
try: e.g. Kaifeng period with Han Chinese, Chinese Muslims, Mon-
golians and other Central Asian peoples; Haerbin with Chinese, Japa-
nese, Russians, and Manchu people; Shanghai with Chinese, Japa-
nese, Russians, other foreign peoples in the then International Settle-
ment and French Concession; contemporary Shanghai with foreigners

of more nationalities.
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
