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Abstract

Qin Shi Huang of the Qin Dynasty and Wudi of the Han
Dynasty are the two best known Chinese emperors who lived
2,000 years ago. 'Emperor Qin Shihuang unified China and
established centralism, while Emperor Wudi of the Han
developed China and enforced centralism. Politicians,
historians and literary men have always placed them on a par
with each other and expressed their feelings and admiration
in their writings, poems and dramas.

When Mao Zedong led the Red Army and arrived in
Northern Shaanxi in February of 1936, he wrote a poem
known as Qinyuanchun - SNOW, in which he mentioned
“Emperor Qin and Wudi of the Han” toindicate “Countless
heroes”. Itis a proofthat Mao Zedong also took them as two
heroic figures of equal importance in the Chinese history.

Dr Kissinger, US former Secretary of State, came to
Xi'an in November of 1985. After he visited the Terra-Cotta
Warriors & Horses Museum of Qin Shihuang, he came to the
Maoling Mausoleum Museum of Han Wudi. The visit over,
he wrote enthusiastically to the effect that he thanked to have
witnessed presentation of China's great history at one more
exhibition site.

The 58-part TV serial Emperor Wudi of the Han was
released on TV screen during the Spring Festival of 2005.
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Since then, tourists, both domestic and overseas, have come
to visit the Maoling Mausoleum continuously with keen
interest. They visit the historic sites, admire the greenery
sights and appreciate the national treasures of relics. On their
tour, they also inquire about the Maoling Mausoleum. Their
inquiries are boiled down to the major points as follows:

A. Emperor Wudi of the Han was on the throne for as
long as 54 years. His great talent and bold vision plus civil
administration and military power helped China enter into a
thriving period during his reign. But, he spent 53 years on
construction of his mausoleum. The project topped the other
emperor mausoleums of the Western Han dynasty and even in
the feudal history of China in magnitude, schedule, expen-
diture, burial objects and labour power.

What is the reason for that?

B. After establishment of the New China, the State
Council publicized a list of the first batch of important relics
to be protected throughout the nation. The list includes the
names of the Maoling Mausoleum and Huo Qubing Tomb
instead of many other emperor mausoleums of the Western
Han Dynasty.

Why is that?

C. Many talents came to the fore during the reign of
Emperor Wudi of the Han. That was directly attributed to
his respect for the talented and his appointment of the

capable. But, he favoured Huo Qubing only, which was



clearly manifested in his grand funeral ceremony, the shape
of his tomb and the monumental stone sculptures of enor-
mous size around

What is the mystery that lies behind?

D. Monumental Stone sculptures spread wide around
Huo Qubing Tomb. Twelve of such sculptures are authenti-
cated as national treasures and the rest belong to the 1st-grade
relics of the nation. Now, the value of the amazing relics
leaves to be appreciated, studied and judged.

How is it to be handled? What is behind the creation?

E. Early in the last century, some scholars and relics
merchants from Europe and America went to the Maoling
Mausoleum under the cloak of “investigation and research”
on several occasions.

What interested them? What were their intentions?

F. Are there any more mysteries about the Maoling
Mausoleum?

The above-mentioned points are in heated discussion
not only among visitors, but among many historians and
artists as well. As head of the Maoling Mausoleum Museum
and author of the book, I contribute my bit to presentation of

reasonable explanations both in words and pictures.
