There are two types of avalanches, loose snow, and slab avalanches. Loose snow avalanches begin
from a single point and expand as they descend. The side path looks much like an upside down V. Loose
snow avalanches are usually fairly minor, but in exposed climbing situations, or late in the spring they
can be very serious.

Slab avalanches are the greatest threat to skiers, climbers, snowmobiles, etc. A slab is a cohesive
layer of snow that has not bonded well with the layer below it. As a result, it is under stress, supporting
