Since 1980s, the contemporary art has made great progress in China, and different kinds of art
experiments have sprung up. All the achievements are obvious to all.

In recent years, Chinese economy has been developing at top speed, facing the decline of agricultural
society, facing the growing up and development of post-industrial society and the network information times;
facing the society anomic results from the fashion-consumed culture and the expanding desire; facing the
attack of globalization from politics, economy, culture and art; the social structure is meeting the new
historical transformation during the global shocks of politic, economy, culture and art. How can the
contemporary art develop?

“marginal” attitudes of real artists, a sense of mission away from gaudy namation, symbolization, and
politicalize. They extract valuable visual experience from devices, images, and the new media, and expand
the forms and languages into contemporary culture; break the boundaries of the pictures. Their works
concem and express more about the humanistic psychosis of the people from the bottom society and the
trivial beings in the nature. These works, which concem the beings themselves, are free, realistic and full of
culturally concems, as well as keep away from the axis of the traditional culture in shapes, images, a sense
of styles and worth; meanwhile they present a brand new visual aesthetic values and breakthrough.

The eight artists who are invited to attend this exhibition, are the representative examples, whose new
paintings searching experiments show strong power in reconstruction of the cultural images.
