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Abstract

At the end of 2001 China entered WTO, which has exerted
different impacts on different industries, even in the same de-
partment or industry, its influence is different in the long run or
in the short period. Water is the base of national economy and
plays an irreplaceable part in the safety of national economy and
social stability, and water operation and management is a signifi-
cant part of water industry during the whole process of water
resources’ development, utilization, administration and alloca-
tion, prudence, and protection. Under the situation of China’s
entry into WTO and analysis of the current situation of water op-
eration and management, and on the basis of some WTO agree-

ments and causes, this book deeply analyzes its synthetic impact
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on the operation and management of water industry and many
other industries and also offers some corresponding countermeas-
ures. This book expounds ten chapters in four parts.

Part one summarizes the current situation of the operation
and management of water industry. Chapter one explicates the
current situation of water resources, water development and the
development and management of water industry from the macro
angle.

Part three displays some countermeasures to water operation
and management. Chapter seven analyzes the internal and exter-
nal environments of water bperation and management, and de-

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model. Chapter eight raises the overall goal as well as the inter-
nal and external goals of the operation and management of water
industry. Considering the envionment and the goal, Chapter nine
expounds the general countermeasure to the development of wa-
ter operation and management as well as those for all industries
to face WTO.
