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Preface

UNISPAR (University — Industry — Science Partnership) is
a programme initiated by UNESCO in 1993. Its main functions
are to encourage cooperation among sciences, industries and
universities through organisation of conferences, establishment of
working groups and industry — sponsored UNESCO Chairs and
development of database.

A World Congress of Engineering Educators and Industry
Leaders was held in Paris from 2 - 5 July 1996. This Congress
was co — organised by UNESCO, UNIDO, UATI (Intemational
Union of Technical Associations and Organisations) and WFEO
(World Federation of Engineering Organisation) and participated
by 420 experts with total 300 papers presented.

Mr. F. Mayor, Director — General of UNESCO in ad-
dressing the meeting, urged cooperation among universities, in-
dustries and sciences. Methods of education of engineers were
discussed. After this Congress, general conclusions were adopt-

ed.
