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Abstract

Known as Green Book of China’s Tourism No. 7, China’s Tourism Development
Analysis and Forecast ( 2008 ) is the annual report of tourism prepared by the Tourism
Research Centre, Chinese Academy of Social Sciences, and a key member in the series
of authoritative annual reports published by Social Sciences Academic Press ( China).
This Green Book of China’s Tourism consists of main reports, ad hoc forum and special
reports. The main reports analyze the general situation and highlights of China’s tourism
from 2006 to 2007, comment on the tourism hotspots during the same period, discuss
the major issues relating to tourism development, and present a forecast of the future
trends of tourism development in the years to come. The main reports reckon that 2007
was a year of overall development of tourism in the country, and a period of preparation
for the further upgrading, a period of warming-up for upsurge of inbound tourism, a
period of adjustment of domestic tourism, and that of transformation for outbound
tourism. The report discusses specifically some key issues such as “new publi'c holiday
arrangement and paid holidays”, “transformation of tourism development”, “Olympic
effects on tourism” , and “China vs world”. Tt also comments on the annual hotspots of
the country’s tourism development such as “paid holidays” , “ Olympics opportunity” ,
“outbound tourism”, “low cost airlines” , “budget hotel” and so on.

In commemoration of the 30™ anniversary of implementation of reform and
opening-up policy, an ad hoc forum is included in the book for recollections of the
people who have been engaged themselves in the policy-making, business operation or
academic studies in the country tourism, in order to help readers understand better the
process of tourism development in China in last 30 years or so.

In addition to the regular sections for the comprehensive analysis of three tourism
markets (inbound, outbound and domestic markets) and three regions’ ( Hong Kong,
Macau and Taiwan) tourism development, special reports touch upon issues concerning
Olympics-related tourism, rural tourism, hotels, tourism-oriented real estate, tourism
planning, heritage tourism, tour guides, low cost airlines, etc. Special reports by

invited éxperts review the global situation of tourism development and international




experiences in order to broaden knowledge of domestic readers.

Editors of this year’s Green Book of Tourism have well considered the feature of
tourism industry in the content design: regular sections for the continuity of
comprehensive analyses on one hand, and multiple specific reports for greater coverage
on the other. In this way, annual comprehensive analyses can be comparable, and

specific reports may reach more aspects of the sector.
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
