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Foreword

Hisiorical and Cultural Relics from Guyuan came out with an important achievement of the leaders and
personnel of the Guyuan Museum in keeping the direction of development of the advanced socialist

culture, and in promoting the undertakings related to cultural relics. Congratulations!

Guyuan (including the Yuanzhou Region and the Xiji, Longde, Jingyuan, Haiyuan, and Pengyang
Counties) is located in the mountainous area in southern Ningxia, and has a long history and a rich
cultural heritage. It was an important northwestern city in every dynasty of Chinese history, and was an
important locus though which the eastern part of the northern “Silk Road” had to pass. Cultures of the
agriculturalist from the Central Plain, pastoral nomads from the steppes, and various groups from the
Western Regions came to interaction and amalgamation in this region, and created unique local cul-
tures in various historical periods. Several generations of archaeologist worked steadfastly on this land
of rich cultural heritage, and had made great achievements. Inside the Guyuan region, more than 300
settlement sites and cemeteries and several dozen city sites have been excavated, and archaeological
surveys have been carried out on a dozen Buddhist cave temples. More than 100 tombs were dated
from the Neolithic period to the Song, Yuan, Ming and Qing dynasties. The excavated and collected
items amount to more than ten thousand, including three national treasures, and more than 120 national
cultural relics of the first class. The Persian gilt silver ewer can be called a world treasure; the paintings
on lacquer coffins of the Northern Wei period synthesized the traditional Confucian and Daoist thoughts
of the Central Plain with Western artistic styles; the glass bowl with nipple-shaped projections is the
best preserved artifact from Sassan Persia; the Northern style bronze culture of the Spring and Autumn
period and Warring States period connects Guyuan with the cultures on the Eurasian Steppes; and the
discoveries of Sogdian tombs of the Sui-Tang periods further indicated the eminent position of Guyuan

in the cultural exchanges between China and the West.

The employees of the Guyuan Museum have published more than 100 brief reports and research
articles on academic journals inside and outside of China, as well as five monographs. These achieve-
ments have been broadly acknowledged in the academic field, and contributed considerably to the
overall reputation of Ningxia. This book is a summery of the results of the diligent works of the people
at Guyuan Museum; it represents the epitome and characteristics of Guyuan’s history and culture, and

will play an active role in promoting education on cultural relics, strengthen ethnic culture and facili-
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tate communication with other nations. I hope the Guyuan Museum personnel could keep up their good

work and bring out more high-quality publications on cultural relics.
