Design Solution

Light woods in natural finish help disguise the low ceiling

height, and different colours were used to delineate different
areas and functions. Facilities for the disabled were incorpo-

rated in the club restaurants, lift entrances and washrooms.

Design Concept & Aesthetics

A soft palette of pale woods trimmed in darker wood tones

runs through the whole establishment as a unifying feature.
