Text 1

Not long after the telephone was invented, I assume, a call was placed. The caller was a parent say-
ing, “your childis bullying my child, and 1 want it stopped!” The bully’s parent replied, “you must have
the wrong number, ‘My child is a little qngel. “

A trillion phone calls later, the cénversation is the same. When children are teased or tyrannized,
the parental impulse is to grab the phone and rant. But these days, as studies in the U. S. show bullying
on the rise and parental supervision on the decline, researchers who study bullying say that calling moms
and dads is more futile than ever. Such calls often lead to playground recriminations and don’t really teach
our kids any lessons about how to navigate the world and resolve conflicts.

When you call parents, you want them to “extract the cruelty” from their bullying children, says
Laura Kavesh, a child psychologist in Evanston, Illinois. “But many parents are blown away by the idea
of their child being cruel. They won’t believe it, ” In a recent police-department survey in Qak Harbor,
Washington, 89% of local high school students said they had engaged in bullying behavior. Yet only 18%
of parents thought their children would act as bullies.

In a new U. S. PTA survey, 5% of parents support contacting other parents to deal with bullying.
But many educators warn that those conversations can be misinterpreted, causing tempers to flare, In-
stead, they say, parents should get objective outsiders, like principals, to mediate.

Meanwhile, if you get a call from a parent who is angry about your child’s bullying, listen without
getting defensive. That’s what Laura McHugh of Castro Valley, California, did when a caller told her
that her then 13-year-old son had spit in another boy’s food. Her son had confessed, but the victim’s
mom “wanted to make sure my son hadn’t given her son a nasty disease,” says McHugh, who apologized
and promised to get her son tested for AIDS and other diseases. She knew the chance of contracting any
disease this way was remote, but her promise calmed the mother and showed McHugh’s son that his bad
behaviour was being taken seriously, McHugh, founder of Parents Coach Kids, a group that teaches par-
enting skills, sent the mom the test results. All were negative.

“P'ye never met a human worth cloning,” says cloning expert Mark Westhusin from the cramped
confines of his lab at Texas A&M University., “It’s a.'stupid endeavor. ” That’s an interesting choice of
adjective, coming from a man who has, spent millions of dollars trying to clone a 13-year-old dog named
Missy. So far, he and his team have not succeeded, though they have cloned two calves and expect to
clone a cat soon. They just might succeed in cloning Missy later this year—or perhaps not for another five
years. It seems the reproductive system of man’s best {riend is one of the mysteries of modern science.

Westhusin’s experience with cloning animals leaves him vexed by all this talk of human cloning. In
three years of work on the Missyplicity project, using hundreds upon hundreds of canine eggs, the A&M
team has produced only a dozen or so embryos carrying Missy’s DNA. None have survived the transfer to
a surrogate mother. The wastage of eggs and the many spontaneously aborted fetuses may be acceptable
when you're dealing with cats or bulls, he argues, but not with humans. “Cloning is incredibly ineffi-
cient, and also dangerous,” he says.

Even so, dog cloning is a commercial opportunity, with a nice research payoff. Ever since Dolly the
sheep was cloned in 1997, Westhusin’s phone at A &M College of Veterinary Medicine has been ringing
busily. Cost is 1o obstacle for customers like Missy’s mysterious owner, who wishes to remain unknown
to protect his privacy. He’s plopped down $ 3.°7 million so far to fund the research because he wants a
twin to carry on Missy’s fine qualities after she dies. But he knows her clone may not have her tempera~
ment. In a statement of purpose, Missy’s owner and the A&M team say they are “both looking forward
to studying the ways that her clone differs from Missy. ”

The fate of the dog samples will depend on Westhusin’s work. He knows that even if he gets a dog viably
pregnant, the offspring, should they survive, will face the problems shown at birth by other cloned animals: ab-
normalities like immature lungs and heart and weight problems. “Why would y.ou ever want to clone humans,”

Westhusin asks, “when we’re not even close to getting it worked out in animals yet?”  [397 words]
