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Abstract

Since the beginning of reform and opening - up, and with Chi-
na’s economic development, Zhejiang has made great achievements in
rural urbanization. However, the level of urbanization is relatively low-
er in centre — western region including Hubei. And our study is rela-
tively sluggish and passive. By applying the methods of new institu-
tional economics; game thoery; sociological theory; Statistical and e-
conometric approach etc, this paper analyzes systemically Zhejiang’s
successful experience and the distribution gap between Hubei and
Zhejiang, then, we studied the institutional and resouce obstacles. Fi-
nally, we sum up some experiences and lessons, and forecast the fu-
ture of Hubei’s urbanization.

The dissertation is composed of 7 chapters. Chapter 1 indicates
the significance of the study on the urbanization’s engine comparison
between Hubei and Zhejiang. Then, we summarize all the studies a-
bout urbanization. Finally, we explain the basement and method in
the paper, and propose the ways and framework.

Chapter 2 is for the general situation about the gap between the
two provinces’ urbanization. Firstly, we test the cause and effect be-

tween the level of urbanization and per capita GDP, then, we form a
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system of index of dynamic mechanis. And arrange the county in two
provinces based on principal component analysis. At last, we con-
clude some regular pattern about the improvement of urbanization.

Chapter 3 is about initial dynamic mechanis. Firstly, we describe
the gap between Zhejiang and Hubei, then, we analyse the mecha-
nism of the disparity, finally, we propose some countermeasure to im-
prove Hubei’s initial dynamic mechanis.

Chapter 4 is concerning about fundamental dynamic mechanis.
Firstly, we sort the factors of this dynamic mechanis, and draw some
laws from zhejiang’s experiences. Then, we analyse zhejiang’s typical
example case, points out that civilian — run e conomy is theEngine for
zhejiang’s increasing mechanism of the rise of urbanization. While,
we research the causes of the sluggish of Hubei, finally, we propose
some suggestions.

Chapter 5 studies the follow - up dynamic mechanis. We de-
scribe it at first, then, we comparise it with fundamental dynamic
mechanis, at the same time, we study the formal logic, and reseach
the gap between Hubei and Zhejiang. Finally, we suggest some ways
to raise hubei’s follow — up dynamic mechanis.

Chapter 6 studies the significance of zhejiang’s spirit, points out
that such spirit breed the basic factors of urbanizations, then we ana-
lyse the gap between Hubei and Zhejiang, at last, we suggest some
ways to raise the pioneering senses of Hubei.

Chapter 7 is about the prospect of Hubei’s urbaniziion, we analyse
the probobility of the surpass between hubei and zhejiang, then, we study
the reality and logic starting points, finally, based on pyramid model we

put forward some program for Hubei to catch up with Zhejiang.
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
