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About FIAP

The first session of photographer delegates conference was
held in Berne Switzerland in 1950, and FIAP was
established. FIAP is the only international photograph
organization recognized by UNESCO. Its members were
mainly from west, north and east Europe countries in its
early period. Now its members come from all over the
world, and it has more than 60 member states. Only the
national photograph organization will be accepted by
FIAP. China was approved on the 16th FIAP in 1981 along
with Mauritius and San Marino.

FIAP aims to improve the skills of photograph enthusiasts,
develop the photographic arts of all nations, improve
people's quality, enrich technic, documentary and arts of
nations and make contribution to world peace. FIAP has its
chairman, vice chairman, secretary, treasurer and manager.
Its highest organization is member delegates conference.
Its executive body is management council which deals
with its daily affairs, and there are five divisions within it:
the news division, arts committee, collecting committee,
color photogragh committee and youth committee. The
arts committee holds a black-and-white photograph and a
color photograph exibition every two years, and it holds
two important matches: black-and-white photograph
championship and color photograph championship.

FIAP holds conference every two years since its
establishment in 1950. The 28th FIAP conference was held
in Chengdu and Jiuzhai Gully from Sept, 4th to 11th, 2006.
More than 200 world-renowned photographers and near
500 Chinese photographers gathered in Chengdu.
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Music has no border, so we can listen to wonderful music by ears.
Image has no boundary, so we can feel the whole world with our eyes.
In Sept. , 2006, more than 700 photographers came to Chengdu to share
tens of thousands of photos with us. They record Chengdu in their eyes,
bring us the world with their lens. We select 150 pieces from the 4000

and edit a collection to the never-ending FIAP conference.
