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ABSTRACT

In the dissertation, the author selects several active and representa-
tive social — roles during the Mid — Tang Dynasty, and makes a study of
their official positions, careers and literary activities, in order to reveal
from one aspect the interactions between social development and literary
evolution.

In the introduction, the author explains the academic background of
his research. It includes these aspects: the conclusions on transformations
in Mid — Tang in academe of history and literature; the point of view and
method about the research (especially, the theory of social — role) ; a de-
scription in brief and a conclusion on the conversion of the literati in Mid-
Tang.

In Chapter One, the author surveys the relation between HanlLin
Xueshi (Hanlin Academician) and literature in Mid — Tang. Fimstly, the
author points out the difference of Hanlin Daizhao ( Academician Awaiting
Orders) , Hanlin Gongfeng ( Academician in Attendance) and Hanlin A-
cademician. Then the author analysis the official positions, careers and
literary activities of Hanlin Academician in Mid — Tang, reveals the im-
portance of Hanlin Academician to politics and culture in Mid — Tang so-
ciety, especially, to literature development in Mid-Tang.

In Chapter Two, the author studies the relation between Langguan
(director or a vice minister in the ministry) and literature in Mid-Tang.
The author discusses in details about the characters of selection system of
Langguan, and the great zeal that the literati show for this official position
accordingly. With this understanding, the author stresses the important
effect of Langgnan on the social culture in Mid-Tang, and indicates that

there is always a Langguan-consciousness active in literary activities in

Mid-Tang.

In Chapter Three, the author surveys the relation between Jianguan
(remonstrance officials) and literature in Mid — Tang. On the basis of de-
scription about remonstrance official system, the author pays attention to
the pan — discuss — criticize ~ consciousness of the literati and the dilem-
ma of remonstrance officials, and then delves into these officials’ literary
writings and images in literary writings.

In Chapter Four, the author discusses the relation between prefec-
tural officials and literature in Mid — Tang. The author emphasizes that it
means demotion to officials if they are relegated from central administra-
tion to local districts in the Tang-empire, and the author names it as pre-
fectural officials’  “ostracism-consciousness”. It is just because of the
“ostracism ~ consciousness” existing widely in Mid-Tang that the Os-
tracism-Literature at that time came into its climax.
