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ABSTRACT

The Family Law and Succession is composed by
faculties and researcher fellows who teach or study in the
field of Family Law and Succession in China’ s various
universities. As a textbook, its composition was based on
“The Basic Academic Requirements of the Core Courses of
Law Majors in the National Higher Education” issued by
the National Ministry of Education and the general objec-
tion of “ The Textbooks Compiling Outline of Law
Majors”, taking account of the pedagogical characteristics
and training objectives of talents of undergraduates of law
majors, as well as incorporation of other countries’
advanced provisions and the latest achievements in legal
scientific research. The textbook is divided into fourteen
chapters.

The textbook articulates the basic theories and systems
of family law and succession systematically and scientifical-
ly. Its main contents include the following: basic principles
of family law, marriage, relationship between the wife and
husband, divorce, rights and duties of parents towards
their child, adoption, maintenance, custody and succes-
sion. While it discusses the existing law and judicial inter-
pretation in China, it also give a brief introduction to the
more modern legislation and doctrines in foreign countries.
At the same time, it points out the shortcomings and weak
points of our existing law and makes legislative proposals to
improve it. The textbook is innovative both in style and
substance.
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
