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Abstract

This book is about the EU regional policy and EU industrial poli-
cy on the regional level, their influences on the change of regional in-
dustrial structure in Europe, and the implications of European experi-
ences for the present reform and development of China. Since the ad-
justment and upgrading of industrial structure in the traditional indus-
trial regions in northeast China is a very important task for the policy-
makers of China, and in fact there is no real regional policy system in-
cluding systemic industrial policy instruments on the regional level in
China today, we think this research can be helpful for China to im-
prove its regional policy and develop a regional industrial policy sys-
tem.

The book is divided to 5 Chapters. In the first Chapter, we pro-
vide an introduction of EU regional policy. Firstly, we discuss the mo-
tivations of the EU regional policy, and the basic considerations of EU
policymaker about the introducing the regional policy. Then, we ana-
lyze the operational framework and the contents of EU regional policy,
focus on the mechanism of the management of regional policy and the
framework of structural funds, especially the cohesion fund. Then we
discuss about the evolution and adjustments of EU regional policy,
emphasize the influences of the process of European integration and
the changes of economic enviroments on the evolution of regional poli-
cy.

In the second Chapter, we analyze the effects, mainly the eco-
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nomic effects of EU regional policy. We argue that from a economic
point of view, firstly the EU regional policy has some positive effects,
and it is helpful for the development of the backward regions in EU as
a whole, it is also helpful for the upgrading and adjustment of the in-
dustrial structure both in backward regions and in the traditional in-
dustrial regions, but the EU regional policy still has some disadvanta-
ges, We argue that as for its primary aim: to reduce the difference of
per capital income among regions, the effect is unobvious, and it may
create sorme new problems such as moral hazard, We also analyze the
influence of the enlargement of EUJ on the effects of regional policy.
At last, we discuss the social and political effects of EU regional poli-
cy.

Chapter 3 is mainly about the EU industrial policy and its imple-
mentation on the regional level. Firstly we introduce the contents and
development of EU industrial policy, focus on the newly development
of this policy since 1990s. Then we emphasize the EU regional cluster
policy and regional innovation policy as the implementation of industri-
al policy on the regional level. We discuss the framework and the spe-
cific policy instruments of EU regional cluster policy and regional inno-
vation policy, and analyze the key principles of these policies.

Chapter 4 discusses the adjustments of EU industrial structure
and the changes of industrial structure in some specific regions under
the circumstance of European integration and under the influences of
EU regional policy and industrial policy. Firstly we analyze the adjust-
ment of European regional industrial structure in recent years, focus
on the transfering of industries within EU, Secondly we using the case
of Ireland to show the development of industries and the change of in-
dustrial structure in periphery countries (regions) in EU, Then we an-

alyze the effects of related policies on the adjustments of industries in
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the European traditional industrial regions, we argue that these poli-
cies played an important, and mainly positive. rule in the process of the
transmission of industrial structure of the mentioned regions. At last,
we discuss the patterns of the change of industrial structure in Europe-
an resource— based cities and the role of EU policies in this changing
process.

In the last chapter, we talk about the necessity and direction of
the adjustment of regional industrial structure in China and provide
some policy suggestions based on former analyses and with the refer-
ence of EU experiences. The key suggestion of us is to develop a re-

gional industrial policy systern.
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
