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Introduction

In the process of open economy in China, the position and effect of
the Open Strategy is not very obvious in the western region because of its
location position and the environment of border countries. The decision
which the China-ASEAN Free Trade Area will be built in the ten years of
the future was made by China and ASEAN in 2002. It will create good
opportunities to expand open and develop external economy in the west-
ern region of China. As a border province near ASEAN, Yunnan Prov-
ince possesses the advantage of location position to expand open degree
with ASEAN and the condition of developing international economic co-
operation. The action that Yunnan Province actively participates in the
construction of China-ASEAN Free Trade Area will promote the process
of foreign open and contribute to the foreign open strategy.

As we all know that the study of regional economic relations be-
tween China and ASEAN, over a long period of time., has been mainly
developed from the degree of the national strategies and systems. It is the
weak links on how to analyze the regional economic cooperation and divi-
sion of labor structures according to the state of the industrial structures
and competitive power among each country, and how to deal with the
problems such as the industrial transfer, trade creation and trade substi-
tution in the process of sub-regional integration, it is also an indispensa-
ble problem to be solved in order to give an impetus to the construction

of China-ASEAN Free Trade Area. Especially as a nearest region to
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ASEAN, it is critical to enhance industrial competition and cooperation
of division of labor in Yunnan. This study will not only offer some use for
reference to the development of Yunnan province, but also play a go.od
role for other regions to enter into the construction of China-ASEAN Free
Trade Area.

This book, on the basis of analyzing the systems, cooperative sys-
tems, investment, trade, as well as industrial development of China-
ASEAN Free Trade Area, also raises a series of strategic concept and
hopes to alleviate the restriction to the process of construction of free
trade area caused by some countries and regions falls behind excessively
on development and has unbalance excessively on trade development.
Meanwhile, the book also carried on a study on foreign open degree, for-
eign direct investment and foreign trade respectively between Yunnan
province of China and ASEAN, and further put forward countermeasures
on expanding foreign open, bilateral investment and bilateral trade. On
the other hand, through analyzing the industries with stronger competi-
tive power such as tourism industry, modern logistics industry, natural
rubber industry between Yunnan Province and ASEAN in order to study
both opportunities and challenges brought to these industries after China-
ASEAN free trade area will have been established, additionally, offering
some appropriate countermeasures to quicken the cooperative develop-
ment with ASEAN as well.
