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Abstract

In carrying out the “ State Mid-China Development Strategy”, the local
government speeds up the internal and external opening policies, strengthens the
economic structural adjustment ( especially energy-saving measurement ) aiming at a
more harmonies local society. This was mirrored in the major economic parameters of
year 2003 which is the best in the last 10 year. It was predicted with a 15.9 % growth
in Regional General Production, in which the first Industry accounts for 3. 5% , the
second industry for 18.0% and the third industry for 15. 0% . The core development
branches are automobile, mechanic, steel and photoelectric information industries. The
city consumption retail sales was predicted to reach 150. 673 billions Yuan with growth
rate of 16. 5% ; CPI index growth rate of 4. 2% , an indication for mild inflation. The
regional economic and social development plan in year 2008 will be more environment-
friendly, resource—onservative, market-oriented with supporting measurements in
consumption, investment and export. A clear functional difference in sub-regional
development ( cities, towns and villages) will be encouraged and interactive co-
development model assisted. Wuhan shall be developed into economic center of Mid-
" China area, characterized with more effective civic structure, more advanced function,
more efficiency, more interactivity and more social harmony through a transformative
new “two-orientation” ( resource-conservative and environment-friendly ) social
comprehensive reforming mode.

The year 2007 was referred to as “the year of livelihood”. Continuing with the
trend of innovative and harmonious community development since 2003, we observe
deepened political system reform with new civic functions caring more the livelihood of
normal people. The civic life style are becoming more healthy, hygienic and alive.
Livelihood improvement for normal people was set as the main target in the 17th
National Congress of CPC and one of the eight targets in Party annual economic
development conference. The establishment of Wuhan “two orientation” social
reforming pilot district is a new starting point in the civic development history of

Wuhan. A series of livelihood improvement measure will take place in 2008, bringing
