PREFACE

merica is a big power that has played
A a decisive role in the world after The
Second World War and it has an important
influence that can’t be ignored in the inter-
national affairs. With its strategic position,
petroleum resources, the factors of religion
and culture, the Middle East has been the
aim that big powers have contended and become
the threshing ground that big powers have
competed since ancient times. As a result,
this ground that has gestated glorious human
civilization is still being afflicted by conflicts
and turbulence. In 1970%, Egypt president
Sadat initiated Middle East peace process,
but since 20th century Middle East peace
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process has been dominated by the US and is basically the
product of Americas policy. It is assumed by the author that
America has played an important role in Middle East affairs,
especially in Middle East peace process. But the studies of
the relation between the US and Middle East peace process as
an important problem dealing with the setup of the world and
the direction of the historical development of the Middle East
are very weak at home and abroad, especially no monographs have
been published in our country, the papers published in our
country havent made systematic and complete analysis to the
problem due to the limitations of the subjects and the points of
view. Based on the above — mentioned situations the author
makes a comparatively deep and systematic studies and theo-
retical analysis on the relation between the US and Middle
East peace process from 1967 to 2000. This dissertation scans
the US and Middle East peace process as a whole from the
historical perspective, analyzes its interrelation and explores
the factors that affected the US Middle East Peace Policy.
Furthermore, the dissertation also compares the stages of the
relations between the US and Middle East peace process. The
content of this dissertation includes three parts; preface, the
main body, the conclusion and thought.

In the Preface, the author mainly explains the aim and
meaning of this subject, summarizes the relevant achieve-
ments, explains the main concepts and introduces the trains of
thought, writing methods and studying features of this disser-

tation.
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From Chapter One to Chapter Five, the author mainly
analyzes the historic evolution of the US and Middle East
peace process in chronological order with the method of history.
First, the dissertation mainly makes a historical review to the
relations of the US and Palestine Issue and discusses the role
of the US in it. It is thus proved that the US is an important
factor that led to the origin of Palestine Issue and that America
has inescapable responsibility in Palestine Issue. Second, the
dissertation discusses the attitudes of the US to Palestine Issue in
the early period of the cold war, and analyzes America’s role
in the breakthrough of the peace negotiation between Egypt and
Israel in the middle period of the cold war, analyzes the far —
reaching importance and influence of Camp David negotiation.
Next, the author points out that the second Middle East negotiation
has been initiated in the background of the evolution of the
international setup and the regional setup; that the US interests
in the Middle East after the Cold War and the modification of
Bush administrations global strategy and regional strategy are
also exterior factors leading to the second Middle East negotiation;
that the change of inner situation and the splitting up and
aggregate of the power in Middle East and the strategic adjustment
of Arab countries and Israel in the new situation formed the
inner factors. The fourth, this dissertation wholly discusses
the process how the US started the second Middle East
negotiation, the reasons why Clinton administration took part
in Middle East peace process and the great achievements Middle

East peace process made, more important, the author con-
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trasts and analyzes the two breakthroughs in the history. The
fifth, the deadlocked situation of Middle East negotiation began
to dawn because of the US unfair policy after 1996. This
dissertation not only analyzes the characteristic of the US Middle
East peace policy in the period, but also analyzes the US factors
that caused Middle East peace process reversal and retrogression.

In the sixth chapter,the author gives a whole analysis to
Palestine Issue with Balance of Power Theory. The author not
only analyses the evolution of balance of power in Arab — Israeli
conflict, but also analyses the situation of balance of power of
Middle East peace process. Next, the author analyzes the relations
between the US and Arab - Israel with game theory, which
reveals that the essence for America to lead Middle East Peace
Process is to quest for itself the greatest interests of hegemony.
Finally, the author analyzes the evolution of UN attitudes to
Palestine issue, the process of how UN was squeezed out of
Middle East peace process by the US and the dilemma faced
by UN in Middle East Issue, which reveals the international
factors that contribute to the reversal of the Middle East peace
process.

The last part is the conclusion and reflection. It is fully
proved that the US did play an important role in Middle East
peace process in the 20th century, that Middle East peace
process in the 20th century is basically the product of America$
policy. However, there are double natures in the Middle East
peace process led by the US. It is for its own interests mainly
that the US mediated the Arab — Israeli conflict. At the same
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time the author analyzes the international factors, the crux of
Arab - Israeli Conflict and the essence of peace. This disserta-
tion reveals that Middle East peace process led by the US has
been in the face of challenge constantly. It is thought that the
US interference in regional conflicts would produce a lot of bad
influences and consequences. The author suggests creating a
new fair international political economic order, to make the
appropriate international regime that mediate regional conflict, to
restrain from the US hegemonism is essential to lead Middle
East Peace out of the difficult position. The author also considers
that Middle East peace process will be a long historical

course, but it is a historical inevitability to realize peace in
the Middle East.
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
