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Abstract

Due to the rapid development of economy globalization, the deepe-
ning of the mutual dependence among the countries, the upsurge of the
global issues and the increasing expansion of the civic society, at the
end of the 80th and the dawn of the 90th of last century, the thought of
global governance which has been dormant for a long time rose again, all
kinds of social powers and many scholars began to illuminate and design
the global governance from their respective perspectives and points of de-
parture, which included the decipherment of the Social Democracy.

The Social Democracy is an aggregative conception, and its system
is very complicated, so the understanding of social governance is not all
the same. The knowledge of the Socialist International that functions as
the international organization of the Social Democracy, wholly represents
that of the Social Democracy, as it were. The Socialist International ex-
pressed its thoughts of the global governance through a series of interna-
tional conferences after the Cold War: On the global economy govern-
ance, it proposed the establishment of the new global economy system
with mutual responsibilities; on the global economy political governance,
it asserted the establishment of the just and peaceful global political cos-
mos; on the global social governance, it advocated protecting the envi-
ronment and keeping the continual development. The thought of the glob-

al governance of the Socialist International is aimed to establish a new-
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world cosmos, of which the multilateralism, democracy, the respect of
human rights and continual development are the main contents, and to
realize the mutual benefits of the mankind, by the unity and cooperations
of the polynary and multiplayer main bodies.

The thought of the global governanceé of the Socialist International is
aimed to achieve the good governance of the whole global society, which
is the ideal expression of the Social Democracy as a whole. However, in
reality, the Third Way, as a main power of the Social Democracy, put
forward another thought of global governance — Anthony Giddens raised
a thought of global governance with interventionism. In the meantime,
the Social, Democratic Parties (SDP) in the Great Britain and United
States enacted and carried out invasive foreign policies, which, in the
name of protecting human rights, infringed the other countries’ sover-
eignty and upheld the benefits of their own countries. This kind of global
governance and foreign policies are in the essence the manifestation of
hegemony.

The thought of global governance of the Socialist International ex-
pressed the pursuit of good governance, and that of global governance
and foreign policies of the Third Way has the nature of hegemony, which
formed the paradox in the system of the Social Democracy. In theory, the
global governance and hegemony are a couple of paradoxical categories
the theory of global governance advocates going beyond the narrow
nation — state notion to carry out the polynary and multiplayer govern-
ance, and to realize the mutual benefits of the global society to the grea-
test extent by cooperation. It is a kind of criticism and development to-
wards the traditional dominating theory, of which the hegemony stability
theory is the main part. In reality, the existence of hegemony formed the
main shackle in the process of carrying out the global governance; He-

gemony attempted to establish a dominating international society by lead-
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ing and controlling the main body, rules and values of global govern-
ance, which is quite alien to the nature and pursuit of global govern-
ance.

The global good governance is the culminating pursuit of global gov-
ernance and the hegemony is the extreme manifestation of the realpolitic
and nationalism in the reality of global governance. They formed the ideal
and reality of global governance and co — existed in the process of global
governance. It explains that the global governance, on the one hand, is
filled with the confrontation between the ideal and reality, on the other
hand, the global governance is a process of an interactive between what
is supposed to be and what is to be, and the mergence of the ideal and
reality.

This book take the global government theory as the research angle of
view, the method as well as the literature consult method which the utili-
zation dialectical materialism and the historical materialism method, the
system analysis method, the essence promulgates, in carried on the con-
