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[I. Background Information

@ The Brief History of the Ancient Olympic Games

According to legend', the ancient Olympic Games were founded by a son of
Zeus®. Yet the first Olympic Games for which we still have written records were held
in 776 B. C. The ancient Olympic Games grew and continued to be played every four
years for nearly 1200 years. In 393, the Roman emperor Theodosius I, a Christian’®,

abolished* the Games because of their pagan® influences .

@ The Origin of the Modern Olympic Games

About 150 years ago, a young Frenchman named Pierre de Coubertin began
their revival®. Coubertin was a French aristocrat’ who was born on January 1,
1863. He declared at the age of 31 that he wanted to revive the Olympic Games, He
made this announcement in a meeting at the Union of French Societies of Athletic
Sports (UFSAS), for which he was Secretary-General®. No one really believed him
and his statement was greeted with little enthusiasm®. Still, Coubertin never gave
up. In 1890, he organized and founded a sports organization, Union des Sociétés
Francaises des Sports Athlétiques (USFSA). Two years later, Coubertin pitched"
his idea to revive the Olympic Games at a meeting of USFAS in Paris on November
25, 1892.

This time, Coubertin aroused people’ s interests''. The delegates' at the con-
ference voted unanimously' for the Olympic Games. They also decided to let Cou-
bertin found an internatiorfal committee to organize the Games. This committee be-
came the International Olympic Committee and Demetrious Vikelas from Greece was
selected to be its first president. Two years later, in 1896, the first Olympic Games

of the modern era were held in Athens.

@ The Goal of Olympic Games

The main event of the Olympic Movement is the Olympic Games, which are
held every four years, along with relative ceremonies®, under the guidance of the
Olympism. The goal of the Olympic Games is to build a peaceful and better world by
educating youth through sports without discrimination of any kind, in a spirit of

friendship and fair play.

@ Jacques Rogge

Jacques Rogge is the eighth I0C President, elected on July 16%, 2001 at the
112* 1I0C Session® in Moscow.

Born on May 2™ 1942 in Ghent, Belgium, Jacques Rogge is married and has two
children. He used to be an orthopaedic surgeon’. As a sportsman, he took part in
the yachting® competitions at the Games of the Olympiad in Mexico in 1968, Munich
in 1972 and Montreal in 1976. He was also a member of the Belgian national rugby’
team.

Jacques Rogge was President of the Belgian National Olympic Committee from
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1989 to 1991. He became President of the European Olympic Committee in 1989,
IOC member in 1991.

@ The Development of the Olympic movement
