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Preface

Influenced by Capitalism, commercial activity plays the major
role in our society. Furthermore, because of the rising development
of high technology industries and international trade, the power of
economic strength is not only a measure of national living standards
but also an indicator of national competitiveness. Therefore, there is
an intimate relationship between the development of finance and
economics and national development; the efficiency of related
economic law is the key solution.

Under globalization, domestic enterprises have grown into huge
corporate groups; they hold capital that more than a country can
control. On the other hand, we still have not established an economic
legal order to protect the investors. Thus, we can see more and more
hollowing out of company’s assets, insider trading, improper
transfers, and fraudulent financial statements, all of which severely
affect the nation’s financial and economic progress.

We need to establish systems to monitor financial and economic
development. This concerns the entire body of our financial and
economic law and criminal economic law. Otherwise, the increase of
financial/ economic crime will be a certain consequence.

I have devoted myself to the study of financial/economic crime
and the criminal economic law since 1992. Because of the
imperfections of the financial and economic law in our country and
its deficiency in preventing financial and economic crime, I found
out that the key point is misunderstanding the essence of economics
crime and misidentifying the criminal economic law. For that reason,
we have to be aware of economic development to build up the
efficient financial and economic law — that is the relationship
between the financial/ economic law (including business law, civil
law, administrative law and criminal law) and economic
development. In addition, we have to discuss the financial and
economic crimes of global enterprises. I have spent a lot of time
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exploring the theory and practice of economic criminal law, and I
have brought all my researches together to write this book.

Recently, both academics and practitioners have noticed the
severity of financial/economic crimes and the importance of
economic criminal law. Much, however, remains to be accomplished.
I am looking forward to helping the public to obtain a clear picture
of financial/economic criminal law and to encourage people to
establish the criteria of financial and economic law.
