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Abstract

By applying the way of culture philosophy and by sifting the
Confucianism classics, such as Lun Yu, the Mean, Mencius, Xun
Zi, Book of Changes and the bamboo slip of the Confucianists of Guo
Dian Chu Mu Zhu Jian ( Z3JEZEZA4Tf7) , and so on, which was un-
earthed lately, his article holds that the Confucianism shows a cultur-
al philosophy form from it’ s latent cultural philosophy form. The
Confucianists think that the sages, who create things when observing
the phenomena outside, returning to their nature by getting rid of bad
thinking and actions , for which the culture occurs; Xiang( symbol)
is a “ideal form’ in their cultural creating; Benevolence and natural
setiments are the inherent mechanism, for which the culture oceurs,
the desire’ s cultivating and restraining is the social mechanism, for
which the culture creats; While the development of culture is the re-
sult of the sages’ modeling themselves on the late king and the king
in power, adapting the changes and needs of the era, transforming
society when necessary; Moral spirit originating from the human na-
ture, the cultural consciousness and critical spirit form the fundamen-
tal motive force of the cultural development. Also, the Confucianism
put forward the idea of “cultural life” for the first time, the cultural

methodology of the unity of man and heaven, the dialectic for the
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Mean, establishing a category system of culture philosophy , which
including Wen (culture) , Xiang(symbol) , Ren, Yi, Li, Dao, Zhi,
Xin, Xing, Qing, etc. These theories are related to the essential
questions of culture philosophy, such as the happenings the develop-
ment ,motive force ,the essence of the culture and the cultural life |
cultural methodology, etc. While the explanaiion to the following
questions of the Confucianism will have some important significance
to the cultural construction and transforming of our country at pres-

ent.
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
