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The person who is not contemplative seems to me hardly to be alive, and a
philosopher who does not use and practice contemplation does not deserve the
name ;b he is no philosopher but a scientific artisan and the most philistines, -+
the one thing I can say truly is that I would rather throw my whole profession of

learning to the wind, I would even rather die, than give up contemplation.
