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Abstract

The research work of this study , from a point of view of human geography,
is to conduct a case study on “urban village” in Guangzhou, with an aim of
both deepening the understanding of the issues of governance in institutional re-
form of “urban village” in Guangzhou and exploring a new practical way for the
“rural-urban trasition” of “urban village” in Guangzhou. This research work is
a try to provide a theoretical result with positive meaning.

This study, focused on the issues of governance in the institutional reform
of “urban village” in Guangzhou and taking a methodology which combine nor-
motiive statement and case interpretation, illustrates some bisic understandings
on the problems of “urban village” in Guangzhou and the necessity for institu-
tional reform of “urban village” , analyses and explores the issues of governance
in the institutional reform of “urban village” in Guangzhou and the constucting
of a new governance model of “urban village” in Guangzhou, and raises some
strategic suggestions on issues of governance in the institutional reform of “urban
village” in Guangzhou.

This study is based on the following three mains questions; (1) What is
the characteristics of the problems of “urban village” in Guangzhou, and what
is the significance of the institutional reform of “urban village” in Guangzhou?
(2) Which issues of governace have taken placed during the institutional re-
form of “urban village” in Guangzhou, and their characteristics, their proces-
ses, the problems included and the corresponding solutions? (4) Which strate-
gies should be taken in advancing the institutional reform of “urban village” in

Guangzhou?
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This study includes eight chapters. In the first chapter, the author illus-
trates the practical as well as theoritical background of the issues of governance
in the institutional reform of “urban village” in Guangzhou, and interprets three
key concepts. In the second chapter, the author reviews the domestic and for-
eign studies on the issues of governance in the institutional reform of “urban vil-
lage” in Guangzhou, especially foreign studies on community development of
low-income community ( “urban village” ) since 1990s, and domestic studies
on “urban village” and governance of community since 1990s. In the third
chapter, the author illustrates the aim and the significance of the study, the re-
search area and the resources of the conferences, the methodology and the re-
search methods, the thinking of the study and the main questions which the
study is based on. In the fourth chapter, the author illustrates the basic under-
standings on the problems of “urban village” in Guangzhou and the necessity of
the institutional reform of “urban village” in Guangzhou. In the fifth chapter,
the author analyses and explores the issues of benefit and action of governance in
the institutional reform of “urban village” in Guangzhou, including land using,
development of the collective enterprises, supplying of social security and public
service, and redevelopment of the residential settlement. In the sixth chapter,
the author analyses and studies the replacement of the precedent governance
model of “community leader + community enterprise” in the town-village”
system by a new governance model of “Subdistrict Office-Community Residential
Committee-Institutional Reform Office of ‘ Urban Village’ -Residents in com-
munity” . In the seventh chapter, the author raises some strategic suggestions on
the issues of governance in the institutional reform and the community develop-
ment of “urban village” in Guangzhou. In the eighth chapter, the author sum-
marizes the study of this study into four conclusions; (1) The understanding on
the institutional reform and the community development of “urban village” in
Guangzhou; (2) The two basic contents of the institutional reform and the com-
munity development of “urban village” in Guangzhou are the solving of the is-
sues of benefit and action during the institutional reform of “urban village” in

Guangzhou and the constructing of a new governace model of “urban village” in



Guangzhou; (3) The leadership of the government has provided a correct di-
rection to the institutional reform of “urban village” in Guangzhou; (4) the
constructing of a new governance model of “urban village” in Guangzhou will

become a field with rich prospects of innovation.
