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ABSTRACT OF THE BOOK

The book is consisted of ten parts, which includes: The Status of the Middle
East in World Territory afier the Event of Sept 11, US’Middle East Policy around the
Iraq War , the Iraq War and Iraq after the War , the Arab-Israeli Conflicts and its Fu-
ture after Iraq War, the Trends of Political Democratic Reform in the Middle East after
Iraq War, the Economic Development in the Middle East in Early the 21th Century ,
the Trends of Military Security in the Middle East after Iraqg War, the Trends of Islam
Revival Movement after Iraq War in the Middle East, The Trends of Regional Interna-
tional Relations in the Middle East , the Prospects for the Relations between China
and the Middle East.

In this book, the authors try to introduce readers their new research viewpoints
on the Middle East, on the basis of their own thinking and drawing achievements
from foreign researchers and Chinese scholars. For example, the authors think that
there are only tactical and temporary changes other than substantive changes about
the two global security strategy readjustments of US’. For instance, the authors point
out that one main problem of economic development in the Middle East is the old
economic system which has became the main obstacle to development economy, and
the orientation of marketing economy will be the new power to promote economic de-
velopment. The author also point out that the main reason making the situation in
the Middle East worse is US’ “anti-terrorism war” , and for that propose, US is car-
rying out a policy of pro-Israel , and also US has established many military bases in
the Middle East in order to control the oil resource. The authors also explore the
reasons for Saddam Hussein Regime to collapse quickly which includes: the great
disparity in military forces between US and Iraq, the betray action of Iraq’s high
rank servicemen; the unpopular hegemony policy of Saddam Hussein Regime in the

Gulf region and the bad system of government of Iraq and etc. For another example,
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the authors think that US’s Middle East policy has leaded to “the Middle East of
Terror” because of the wrongful Iraq War which reflected series violence in the Mid-
dle East. The authors point out that Iraq War has changed the powers balance be-
tween Arab states and Israel, which has made many Arab states to pandering to US
policy in the Middle East, and that will make it more difficult to resolve the Arab-
Israeli conflicts. In this book, the authors also put forward many suggestions to de-
velop political, economic and cultural relations between China and the Middle East
countries.
