Difficulties are like spring; awesome to the weaklings, but submissive to the rest. Therefore, our

striker and the goalkeeper have totally different pictures in mind when in the face of each other. The

striker imagines that the goalkeeper is a wall blocking the whole net, while the goalkeeper views himself
as a dwarf safeguarding a huge net. Under the phenomenon, both of them magnify the difficulty of their
