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ABSTRACT

The process of moral education contains many components . This dis-
sertation simply explores the mordels of the process .there are many theo-
ries relvent to mordels of the moral Education, but here we disscuss it just
in field of psychology.

The research on the process of moral education has made some good
achievements since the reformation of ten years and the palicy opening
outside were carried. When we recall these achievements,we will find the
research of the theory for the process of moral edcation is inadequate,
which makes the teachers feel the want of the reference mordel in the
practice of moral education and in turn lowers the effect of moral psychol-
ogyl.In order to raise the effect of moral education, the construction of the
mordel of the process for moral education becomes necessary . This disser-
tation will explore tantatively the construction in the following points:

» Firstly, the mordel of process for moral education contains the ele-
ments of instruction , moulding, and training that correspond to knowiedge,
emotion and behavior in the structure of moral character,and it embodies
the links of the three forms and constitutues a order unfolding around the
same moral task . Each link is connected to one another in logic and in
time order. From the beginning to the end, the links concerns themselves
with one another and form a complete system of data-out and feedback . In
the operation of the pattern the educator can use various elements of edu-
cation to influence the educated, motivate their potential for moral devel-

opment, and push forward the moral character. It regulates the position,
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right, operative methods, environment and use of tool of the teachers and
students in the moral education, and reveals the interaction between them.

Secondly, there are many mordels of process for moral education and
many procesures . Different mordels have different theoretical bases, begin-
ning links, processures, and thus the rights, positions and functions of
teachers and students are also different. The dissertation, from the point of
view of social development and the development of a child’s psychology
and physical condition, will unfold the histroy of moral education and con-
clude experience drawn from the practice of moral education and put for-
ward five mordels of the process for moral education, according to the the-
ory of moral education. |

The mordel of organization and.participation : organized by the teach-
er, the students bring his individual function for paticipation and then they
form a democratic collection based on the individual involement,and then
they use the democratic collection to deucate the individuals. In other
word, teachers use the collective organization and the public opinions der-
vied from the interaction between the individual and the collective to ad-
vance moral character. The efficiency of this mordel is rather high and
helps to foster the collective spirit, concept and sense of duty. Of curse it
has its limitation.

The indoctrination and comprehension mordel refers to that the
teacher instills certain moral thoughts and knewledge into the students and
makes them accepted and understood . Instilment advances comprehension,
and comprehension relys on instilment. The mordel is built on the theroy
of intersification . By using the intensification fit to the law of children’s
body and mind and moral character, the interest of students for study and
for the practice can be stimulated. The efficience of this mordel is high.

The function of training the ability of selecting is no better than the
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mordels of guiding selection.

The mordel of guiding selecting is based on the theory about the cog-
nitive development.The mordel can produce the confilct on moral cogni-
tivity to push forward moral character by the interaction between teachers’
guide and student’ s selections. Student make a comparision of values,
make judgement and make decisions and imitate practice of making deci-
sions as to train the moral values, ablity of selection. That is where the
function of the mordel lies.But its efficiency of moral education is not as
high as the mordel of participation.

The mordel of instruction and self-discipline is based on man’s self-
discilpine system. The students, under the teacher’ s guide, examine the
present moralities through reason, make the moral disciplines suitable to
their individual development, use self-control and self-restraint to super-
vise the practice of moral disciplines and thus push moral character for-
ward . It helps to train the ability to selecting, self-discipline and form the
rational belief.

The counseling and educating mordel is a structure consisting of a
series of links which function is both reducing psychological conflicts and
promoting the development of moral character.In the course of counseling
and educating, the teacher will indentify and analyse the nature and the
causes of psychological conﬂicté,and break the psychology setting and the
habitual tendency in action by using the method of unbosom.Only by do-
ing so can the teacher help students to improve the ability of understand-
ing, change their attitude and ideas, reducing the psychologicl conflicts,
and promote their mentality to develop heathfully.

Thirdly, the five patterns of process for moral edcation are indepen-
dent of one another, different from on anther, interacted with on another

and form a unity. Its independence lies in that the historical change, theo-
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retical basis, nature and function of the mordels are different; Its interac-
tion lies in that every mordel,, when in process, uses the educational results
and contents of links of other mordels to finish the task of moral educa-
tion . The frequency of application for the five mordels varies with educa-
tional contents and school ages. Therefore the frequency should be deter-
mined by the school age and moral conterts.

Through the examintation of the history of the mordels, we will find
that the position of students in the mordels is rising gradually and its
range of operation 1s becoming larger. Social practice, production and ev-
eryday’ s life training have become the important contents of the mordels.
The mordel of process for moral education is a systematic project attended
by schools, family and society . So a unified network of schools families and
society must be set up to raise the effect of moral education.

This dissertation studies the mordel of process for moral education
from an angle of application, which will play a reference and positive role
in deepening the reform of moral education and guiding the practice of

moral education.
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
