ABSTRACT

With the in — depth development of quality — oriented higher education re-
form throughout the whole world, it has become a hot topic among practitioners
and the academia on viewpoints of higher education quality. Varied views have
been created in different times and under various circumstances. Therefore, it is
of high and important value for setting up a scientific and rational view on higher
education to conduct a further study and research on this issue.

This dissertation first describes the related researches on higher education
quality and viewpoints by academics from both domestic and overseas, discove-
ring that there are some deficiencies in these studies on quality viewpoints of dif-
ferent subjects in higher education, the changes of such attitudes, and their dy-
namic systems, based on which, the author explains the goal, objects and meth-
odology of this dissertation. The first chapter analyses the Formation and evolve-
ment of some fundamental concepts related to higher education quality such as
higher education, quality of higher education, and assessment of higher educa-
tion, followed by a comprehensive study on how people who participated in
higher education used these concepts, which lays a solid basis for further resear-
ches that follows.

The second chapter studies the basic status of formation, representation and
change of consciousness of quality in higher education, and analyses the evolve-
ment of system of degree, change of discourse right on higher education quality,
the origins and development of quality assurance system of higher education |,
and the different types of quality assessment of higher education in west country

Based on these studies, the author analyses the cause of emergency of con-

scious about higher education quality in western countries.
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In succession, in the context of change of higher education’ s mission in
western countries, the third chapter explores, taking higher education institutes
as subject, the origins, types and characteristics of quality attitudes of higher
education in western countries. The study indicates that humanist, realistic,
and general views on quality of higher education have been created in western
countries during its process of evolvement that focused on society and individu-
al.

The fourth chapter studies the evolving process of quality views of higher
education in China spanning from the later period of Qing Dynasty, the Republic
of China, and the People’ s Republic of China. The study indicates that there
are various factors such as the viewpoints of higher education and quality in
western countries, the recognition of value and selection of higher education by
government and society, and the changes and development of higher education
institutes, which have imposed heavy influence on different people who partici-
pated in higher education in terms of their understanding of quality of higher ed-
ucation.

Based on the previous chapter, the fifth chapter proposes a new viewpoint
of higher education quality by applying a standardized study. The paper indi-
cates that we should shift our focus on the quality of higher education from the
outside of higher education institutes to their inside, re — understand the essence
of higher education by uncovering the veiling of higher education; and take the
college students’ growth and development as an important index of quality as-
sessment of higher education.

In the end, this dissertation provides a brief summary concerning the basic

viewpoints, existing problems, and future direction of the study.
