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Abstract

The Taiwan Strait Economic Zone ( TSEZ) is the economic zone around
the Taiwan Strait which covers Taiwan and the west seashore area with typical
feature of strait economy.

The forming and developing of the TSEZ will give the birth of the fourth
pole of development of China economy, which provides a strong support to
long-term lasting development of, and enhance the international competitiveness
of China economy; and will, especially, strengthen the economic link between
the both side areas of the Taiwan strait, which provides a strong base to the
peaceful reunion of China.

The population of the TSEZ is 124000000 at the end of 2006, which is
9.49% of that of whole China; the area of the TSEC is 331500km®, which is
3.08% of that of whole China; the GDP of the TSEZ is ¥ 4536100000000 in
2006, which is larger than that (3385900000000 ) of Triangle Economic Zone of
the Yangtze River, and reaches 4713500000000 if keeping the same growth rate.

The blue book analyses the TSEZ economy and its trends from the
dimensions of economic structure, inter-consuming demand, outer-consuming.
demand, outer-investing demand, finance revenue, transportation, and
telecommunication.

The strategies selection for the development of the TSEZ depends on the
conditions that are influenced by the strengths, which include mainly the
advantages of particular geography position, strait topography, strait culture and
interdependence of economies within the zone; and the weaknesses, which
include mainly the disadvantages of historic remain of separation of both sides,

low correlation of economies within the zone, less development of transportation
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infrastructure; and the opportunities from supporting policies of the center
government, rapid development of the mainland economy, stable international
environment, and the threads from Taiwan-splilttism, competition from other
economic zones and from the southeast Asia countries.

The strategies for the forming and growing of the TSEZ are suggested as
follow ;

Accelerating the development and cooperation of the economies within the
TSEZ; structuring a system of economic cooperation of it; cultivating a
differentiating advantages with feature of strait economy; enhancing social and
cultural exchanging among the different parts within the TSEZ, reaching a
systematic arrangement for this zone, with an aim at building the forth pole for
China economy, a rapid growing place in the Asia and Pacific economic circle, a
new community characterized by prosperous economy, harmonious society,
friendly people, peace and happiness life, beautiful environment and distinct
individuality.

Scholars from both sides of the strait discuss several particular topic on the
economic development and cooperation in/among economies within the TSEZ.

The strait culture is selected as a special issue discussed deeply in this book.
Lots of famous experts in this field contribute their paper.

The mission of this blue book is: To build a forum for people, who are
interested in, and making their efforts to promotion of the forming and
development of the Taiwan Strait Economic Zone, to contribute their opinion
and suggestion, in the purpose of bringing benefits for people in the both side of

the strait and pushing forward the peaceful reunion of China.
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
