Guanyi, for example, it was awarded a national prize for its

rich content and diversified topics. However, due to the fast
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advance of society and the renewal of the language, its content
and vocabulary gradually lagged to reality. Students felt the vo-
cabulary and skills learnt from the text are not helpful to their
life.
