A. Background Materiél

1. Cambridge is the main town of Cambridgeshire,a
county of eastern England. It is an old market town, with
Saxon and Norman churches, the Fitzwilliam Museum and
Cambridge University. Cambridge is one of the two ancient
English universities : It was started probably in the 12th cen-
tury. The oldest of the present colleges is Peterhouse,which
was founded in 1280-1284. .

2. Cambridge University is a center for advanced study
and research in most of the major academic disciplines. Cam-
bridge has about 4,200 students taking graduate courses,
and about 10, 000 students taking undergraduate courses.
The university has over 30 collégeé,Zl Faculties and over 50
departments. The colleges share with the University the
