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Abstract

This present works makes a deep study of Don Quix - ote, the
most great works in the world, on its history of development, its cre—
ativity and influence, its writer's experience, its culture, character,
post—modernity  (uncertainty, being reconstructed after being decon-
structed) and linguistic analysis, then, draws a skeleton map from its
timeliness latitude to its extensity latitude.

The first two chapters offer the background of the whole works.
Chapter One specifies the pre-development of the West World novel,
vagrant-novel and the influence of Don Quix . ote. Chapter Two speci—
fies the novel's intension of autobiography, and status quo about its
study. Chapter three is devoted to the study of this novel's culture,
multi-verbal, putschist, Dionysia intension, special satiric style, ed..
Chapter four analyzed the two concomitant counter—character's personal-
ity and its significance. Chapter five emphasizes Uncertainty of
Post—modernity, which can be divided into three aspects, writing, read—
ing and criticism. Chapter six also emphasized another Post-modernity
of being reconstructed after being deconstructed, which comes from
parody and acts on four aspects, inter—textuality, ironizing, contrasting
and assembling plight. The last chaptér tackles language questions:
narrative words, proverb, aesthetic techniques and constructing words in

conflicting value.
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
