Preface

With the advent of the 21st Century, the world is changing
rapidly. The ideological warfare has almost disappeared with
demise of the cold war, and the global economic system is being
newly restructured with establishment of the World Trade
Organization. At the same time, the world is being integrated into
one community by the internet system. Accordingly, competition
among nations, corporations and organizations is getting all the
more fierce. In an effort for organizations to survive and develop
under such circumstances, pursuit for new strategy is essential.

China has already formulated its mechanism for development
as a result of the Deng Xiaoping's reform and open policies. The
coordinated growth strategy and the political and socio~economic
reform policies of both Jiang Zemin and Zhu Rongji has established
the basis for China's stable and continuous development, and the
emergence of the new leader group, with Hu Jintao as the chief,
shows new policies and hope for China. Within the next twenty
or thirty years, China is expected to be one of the strongest
nations in the world, politically and/or economically. However,
realization of such a vision requires the prerequisite that policies

be formulated and implemented effectively.

In this context, the authors examined the already published
literature for systematic study of the policy sciences, quoting the
literature either in the main text or in the footnotes, and
introduced as many cases as possible so that the readers can
apply theories to practices.

The book attempts to develop the policy sciences as a
multi-science, for which the writers rely primarily on qualitative
analysis, partially utilizing both quantitative and comparative
analysis. The process of policy formulation, implementation and
evaluation is treated comprehensively, since the content of the
book is of the basic nature. Now, some of the major contents of
the book are tersely explained hereafter.

First, the book consists of four parts: the fundamentals of the
policy sciences; policy formulation; policy implementation; and
policy evaluation.

Second, it is based on the theory of the Western countries
showing that separation of power through the legislative, executive
and judiciary branches of government is to be maintained by checks
and balances.

Third, in a major effort to cope with the contemporary
uncertainty, the authors deal with policy environments in a separate
chapter, elucidating their impact on policy process with specific
cases from extracting their major variables in terms of the general
systems theory.

Fourth, the information, knowledge and values that are the
fundamental elements in policy process are discussed in a separate
chapter so that they can be utilized systematically.

Fifth, in the part of policy formulation, the rational-comprehensive,
gradual, intuitive, participatory, and contingent policy-makings are
dealt with in the separate chapters respectively, thereby placing

emphasis upon their importance. Only a few theoretical models
that the authors think to be important are selectively discussed.

Sixth, in the chapter of policy implementation planning, strategic
planning is particularly stressed.

Seventh, resource management is an indispensable element in
attaining policy goals effectively. As such, the related issues are
discussed in one of the chapters in the part of policy implementation.

Eighth, factors of policy failures are discussed in a separate
chapter in an effort to urge the prevention of policy failures.

Finally, the writers are grateful to the leaders concerned and the
Evaluation Committee of Academic Degree of Yanbian University and
the staff of the Publication Division, Yanbian University, for having
shown their concern to the publication of the book. Also the authors
deeply appreciate Miss Qiu Yunxue and Mr. Zhu Shilong, the graduate
students in the Division of Political Science, Yanbian University, for
having assisted in correcting the Chinese manuscript.
