Preface

How frank, interesting and charming it is for the artist in direct contact with nature to use his own eyes to observe, own heart to care and own mind to judge
and use his paintbrushes to express the real world!

When the artist regards art as part of his life, even already over 60, he can still generate a youthful vibrancy and a moving power that gives people a great
impact.

Every time when I went on fieldwork trips together with Mr Huang Tieshan, I could see him taking out his little self-made watercolour toolbox from a heavy
camera bag. Quickly he used watercolours to sketch down beautiful images in front of us. Each time I had the same strong feelings and was often deeply moved
by what I saw. Wherever he goes, he uses this method to portray loyally and truthfully the shapes and colours of an object. With his intellectual and rational
touches, he has created a large quantity of interesting and charming watercolours from sketches accumulated day in day out. The photos that he took are merely
used for some fine retouches and for reference. Moreover, these inspirational small size watercolour sketches themselves are already extremely beautiful and
fine works of art.

Tieshan's watercolours are strong in realism. The artistic charm of those realistic paintings originates directly from Tieshan's sketches of nature. However,
his paintings are not purely objective counterdraw but the language developed from the process of direct visual contact with landscapes and objects by fully
mobilising various theories and concepts of art on shape, colour and space. The unique expressive force of Tieshan works emerges from the fusing of the
artist's own feelings and comprehension into his portrays of nature and from his plain capture of ideas.

Tie Shan's watercolour paintings absorb nature's nimbus from his field sketches. “Expressing one's soul from an object, and expressing one's spirit from
the soul." That makes his works full of not only unique romantic charms but also meticulous and fine strokes that endure long lasting appreciation and graceful
elegance with subjective matching colours.

Nature has been inspiring sincere and true emotions in the artist. In a sense, it can be argued that man creates environment that in turn inspires creativeness
in man. Born in Dongkou. a remote mountainous county in Hunan province, China, he spent his entire childhood in that distant but tranquilly beautiful Shangri-
La. Therefore, his young soul was nurtured by nature. Since the very beginning of learning how to paint at a young age, he has never stopped drawing nature.
Even to this day. he continues his fieldwork trips year in year out, leaving his traces all over the country and even the world. to seek extensively for inspirations
and nourishment, which have given intelligence, power and artistic purity to his paintings.

F. Nietzsche once said that art, first of all. must have the purity within itself. When this purity towards nature and life becomes part of an artist's life. then
the merging between the two is inevitable. But this day to day enlightenment towards art is a long process. Just as Tie Shan said himself, 'A real painter should
also have some fighting spirit of enduring loneliness.' 'Establishing a modern system of watercolours with Chinese characteristics' is his ideal and aspiration.
Huang Tie Shan has set up a good example of contributing towards this lasting and infinite life of art and, at the same time, passing the torch of art onto others.
From Tie Shan's “painting box", we will be able to understand the current pursuit of art trends and have the further enlightenment of art development in

China. This is my preface.
