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Abstract

This doctorate dissertation aims to conduct an economics research.
By investigating into the economic and social development of a certain vil-
lage during 70 years, it endeavors to analyze the characteristics, develop-
ment and operation of the village economy within the context of China’ s
transformation toward a market economy.

Chapter 1 (Introduction) presents the objective, theoretical hypothe-
sis, research documents, methodology and core issues of the research.

Chapter 2 summarizes the relevent research documents referred to in
this research. It covers topics such as: whether the small — scale peasant
economy should break into the markets how could the small - scale peas-
ant break into the markek; whether market itself can completely solve all
issues related to small — cale peasant economy and the development of the
village economy. It summarizes the mainstream opinions held by domestic
and foreign scholars in this field. Build upon this basis, it briefly pre-
sents the author’s own insights into issues such as the overall framework
of agriculture economy in China, organizational status of the countryside,
and the impact of social reforms upon the countryside.

Chapter 3 gives a brief introduction to Guan Jiabu Village, Taigu-
County and Shanxi province.

Chapter 4 and Chapter 5 constitute the core part of this dissertation.

Based on the first — hand rearch documents, and by conducting vertical
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and horizontal comparative analysis, these two chapters delve into issues
such as land resources, capital, labor, industrial structre, market and
organizational structre on the village level. Through the case study of a
tiny village, it vividly showcases the development of the village economy
in China’ s transformation toword a market economy.

Chapter 6 is the concluding part. Based on the reseach conducted in
the previous two chapters, it verifies the theoretical hypothesis raised in
Chaper 1, and comes to the following conclusion:

1. Small - scale peasant economy is under transformation along with
the development of the market economy in China.

2. The scale and scope of such transformation is limited.

3. Agriculture economy (with village economy as its core) is under-
transformation along with the development of the market economy in Chi-
na. This transformation, however, carries strong Chinese characteristics
and is distinct from the agriculture economy under the typical market e-

conomies in the western countries.
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
