Located in the Northwest ernpart of Beijing, the Rose Garden consists of three
phases: the first and second one are "Five-Continent Villas"; the third one is
"Jazz Villas", which is built along the Laurenson Lake and the Maple Leaf Avenue
according to the land feature, thus make is become the masterpiece of the Rose
Garden.

The "Jazz Villas" is made up of two parts: building and lake sight. Here, 26
diverse elevations with different materials and colors give the villas unique
exteriors. Supported by steel structure, the villas are built with 5-layer walls, which
are able to keep heat from the external layer instead of from the internal layer, to
prolong the building’s life span. In this third phase, the conception of villa privacy
is renewed as you can appreciate from the followings: the Laurenson Lake, the
Finland hunter’s lakefront log cabin, the Victorian Park, the grand classical fountain,

the centenarian ancient tree and thousand of roses, and so on
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
