The shuttlecock was very important to the traditional
Chinese game of Ti Jian Zi, or shuttlecock kicking. Records
about this game date back at least to nearly two thousand
years ago. What is more, shuttlecock kicking was also popu-

lar in India, Japan, and Thailand and was soon introduced
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into Sumeria and Greece. Even at that time, various bats had

been occasionally used.

In Medieval times, battledore-shuitlecock was a pastime
in Europe at all levels of society. The word “battledore” is
from the Old English word batt. William Shakespeare makes
reference to battledore and shuttlecock many times in his

plays and other writings.

The first evidence of battledore-shuttlecock in America
dates back to the 17" century. The popularity of the game
in England during King James’s time certainly caused it to
spread to the colonies, but exactly when is not known.
Throughout this century, the game appears to have been es-

pecially popular with young people.
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The transition from battledore-shuttlecock to badminton,
shaping slowly for over eighteen hundred years, quickened
in the 1850s and 1860s. Although the precise birthplace and
birth-date of modern badminton is impossible to specify, it is
certain that the latter took place before the March 1874 in-
auguration of modern lawn tennis.
