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Abstract

Japan has shaken off the long-term depression and marched into a recovery stage
since 2002. But the recovery of Japanese economy is to a large extent caused by Chinese
economy. China became the biggest trading partner of Japan in 2007, which means the
development of Chinese economy has more and more influence upon the Japanese
economy. In 2007 the momentum of Japan’s economic recovery decreased significantly
because of the deterioration of the international situation and the change of Japan’s
domestic policy.
