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Abstract

Being the companion volume of “ Chinese Economic Situation;
Analysis and Forecast” , the Spring Volume of the Blue Book was
mainly compiled by the economists from the Chinese Academy of
Social Sciences, in which the economists summarized the situation of
current Chinese economy and the forecast of the economic
development from each different angles.

In the book, it includes not only “ Chinese Economic situation
Analysis And Forecast—2008 Spring Report” issued by its project
group from the Economic Department of Chinese Academy of Social
Sciences, but also the thorough analysis by the economists on fiscal,
financial, stock market, industry and agriculture, foreign capital,
foreign trade as well as on the current widely-noted problems such as
price, employment, environmental protection.

In 2007, the Chinese GDP rate of growth reached 11.4% , it
was the 8th year in this rising economic cycle started from 2000. At
the beginning of 2008, the disastrous weather in some areas of South
China will influence the supply of agricultural product, coal, electric
power and so on for a while. Meanwhile, along with the advaﬁcement
of the economic globalization, the relation between China and the
world is much closer. Under this background, it’s really a big
challenge for China to face this series of new situations after
experiencing near 30 years fast growth.

According to the Spring Report, it’s predicted that the GDP rate



of growth of 2008 will be 10. 7% and the CPI will be 5.5% . The
economy growth and the price rise are closely related, both the
growing economy and the increasing income will possibly lead to price
rise and increase of demand for investment. To avoid Chinese
economy from growing quickly to overheating, to prevent the price
from structural rise to obvious inflation, the key point is to grasp the
speed of economic growth, and the most important step is to control

fast investment growth and fast price rise.
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
