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Abstract

The present volume of the series of Asia-Pacific development report published every
year included 28 articles and 2 appendices. All the contributors are from the Institute of
Asia-Pacific Studies. The articles were distributed over three sub-themes: economics,
political and social issues, and international relations. The report covered views and
analysis of all major events of the Asia-Pacific region in the year of 2007.

In the first part of economics, one article analyzed the general economic situation
in 2007 and the prospects in 2008. Three articles dealing with the regional and sub-
regional economic cooperation reviewed respectively the APEC Summit in Sydney, the
recent developments of East Asian regional economic cooperation and the trend of
ASEAN economic integration. Three contributors made studies on the bilateral
economic and trade relations between China and the United States of America, China
and ROK and also China and Australia. In their articles, the authors analyzed the reason
for the U.S. trade deficit, market substitution and its implication for the FTA
negotiation with Australia, the complementary as well as competitive elements in the
economic ties with Rok. Other articles in this part specifically gave analysis to the U.
S. national competitiveness policies, the Japan’s foreign trade policy adjustments in the
past decades, and the recent changes of Japan’s national energy plan. The authors also
suggested that China could learn some of their experiences.

In the second part of political and social issues, several articles analyzed the
background as well as the future development of major political events in some Asian
countries, such as general election in Pakistan, cabinet reshuffle in Indonesia ,
constitutional reform in Philippines and Thailand, and Fukuda government’s domestic
and foreign policies, as well as the possible of political development in Japan.
Another two articles made studies on the civil society movements in East Asia and in
Thailand.

The third part examined the development of the international relations and
security situation in the region. Several articles made analysis on the following issues ;

the major power relations, North Korea’s nuclear issue, the current situation and



prospect of the regional multilateral security cooperation mechanism, the U.S. —
Japan-Australia-India Strategic Dialogue and its implications for China, the Bush
Administration’s Southeast Asian Policy, and the major challenges to the maritime
security situation of Northeast Asian sea by Japanese Marine Policy. Two other articles
analyzed the development of China-Australia relations and China’s Image in the ROK
newspaper Dong-A Ilbo.
