THEME :ON STUDY OF SHANRANG POLITICS ——AROUND
WANGMANG’ S SEIZING THE POWER FROM
THE EMPEROR OF THE WESTERN HAN BY
THE MEANS OF SHANRANG.
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Abstract

Shanrang, as the main method of Dynasty being replaced in
Chinese history, was prevalent in tlie period of the tribe league of
legendary Yao — Sun - Yu Times and the coming Dynasties from the
Western Han to the Northern Song under the imperial authority. If
the Mongolia did not conquer the Southern Song Dynasty and the
Manchu’ s did not conquer the Ming Dynasty, Shanrang method
maybe continued till the end of the imperial authority.

Not being only regarded as a method of dynasty alternation,
Shanrang should be also regarded as a politics of ceremony and pro-
priety with Chinese characteristics. The first part of this thesis focu-
ses on exegetical explanation to “Shan” and “Rang” words, on
trace of use of the two words in Confucian classics and history re-
cords and the books of the various schools of thought, on the defini-
tion of the “Shanrang” and hereditary system and the usurpation
and abdicating kingdom, on the distinction between the “Wai —
Shan” (not give his emperor throne to his son) and “Nei — Shan”
( give his emperor throne to his son when the emperor is alive). As
the main method of dynasty alternation under the imperial autocra-

¢y, Shanrang is a dominant political phenomenon with unique con-
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tent and form.

" Shanrang politics under the imperial autocracy, which came
into being with the Western Han Dynasty being replaced by the
name of “Shanrang” , originated from the legendary Yao — Sun — Yu
times. As a method and system of democratic election of the tribe
league of primitive commune, the Shanrang of Yao - Sun ~ Yu
times established two principles selecting the worthy and promoting
the capable’ and ruling the world by having the support of the peo-
ple’ , which provided spiritual arsenal for the creation and develop-
ment of the coming Shanrang politics under the imperial autocracy.
Shanrang politics that took place as a try at the Spring and Autuinn
Period and the Warring States period, as a example of the king
Kuai abdicating his Yan kingom to his prime official Zizhi, may be
regarded as the last sunlight of the primitive Shanrang politics and
the first sunlight of coming Shanrang politics under the imperial au-
tocracy. The Shanrang trend of thought of the Spring and Autumn
Period and the Warring States Period proved further the two princi-
Ples selecting the worthy and promoting the capable’ and ruling the
world by having the support of the people’ , which exerted a tremen-
dous direct influence on the broad spread of the idea The whole
world is was one community’ of the Western Han Dynasty.

Shanrang politics under the imperial autocracy, which solves
the difficulty how a powerful minister replaces the king, came true

_ from primitive legend since Wangmang succeeded to the thrown
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from the last emperor of Western Han Dynasty by the name of
Shanrang. The experience of Shanrang settled by Wangmang, im-
proved by the emperors of the Wei Dynasty and the Jin Dynasty,
created huge effect on the coming Shanrang politics from the South-
ern and Northern Dynasty to the Northern Song Dynasty. Wangmang
set a precedent of imprisoning the dethroned emperor by the name
of Shanrang. The victors of the Southern and Northern Dynasty and
Sui — Tang — Song Dynasties even killed the dethroned emperors.
After demotion system for the dethroned emperor and his families
and promotion system for the victor and his families and his assis-
tanis are carried out, all sorts of benefits at all levels of the ruling
" class are adjusted anew and regime can transform peacefully by the
name of Shanrang. Shanrang politics goes on by the means of crea-
ting God’ s will by propitious omen and advocating mass movement.
The enfeoffment system only for future victor’ s dukedom building,
as a sign of the formal beginning of Shanrang politics, provides
physical resources and power for the progress of Shanrang politics.
Jiuxi rite stemming from Jiuming rite of the Western Zhou Dynasty
was drafted for dynasty. alternation by rﬁeans of Shanrang during the
period when Wangmang acted as regent. Shanrang politics shows its
characters of ceremony and propriety with Jiuxi rite being conferred
to the victors, as a prelude of Shanrang politics. The mere formali-
ties for abdication consist of persuasion from the dethroned emperor™

and his ministers and the refusal from the victor around Jiuxi rite
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and the progress of Shanrang. As a gross of Shanrang politics, offi-
cial documents for Shanrang rite, stemmed from a memorial to the
emperor during the period when Wangmang acted as regent.

The broad spread of the political idea The whole world is not
ruled by the same family’ in the middle and late period of the West-
ern Han Dynasty brought out Shanrang politics of Wangmang. We
can seek its thought root at the catastrophism and the Five — Mor-
als” cycling theory among the Gongyang saying of The Spring and
Autumn Annals. Shanrang politics embodies the policy of benevo-
lence and propriety of the Confucian School. It also carried out in
disguised form the political idea of the Confucian School selecting
the worthy and promoting the capable’ and the whole world is was

one community’ .
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
