Abstract

Historicist Marxism and Structuralist Marxism in England are two famous current
Western New Mamxism doctrine schools. The representative personages of the two
schools are separately Edward Thompson and Perry Anderson. In the research, two
schools succeeded the repudiating spirit of Marxism, and studied the history and present
through the culture plane on Marxism fundamental rule. The most members of Histori-
cist Marxism are famous historians. Have succeeded the empiricism tradition in Eng-
land, they valued history fact and the experience stuff, and emphasized man’s subjec-
tive consciousness and dynamic role. The most of members of the Structuralist Marxism
are the editors of New Lefi Review , who mostly joined in the magazine in the 1960’s. In
the process of importing Europe mainland theories to England, they were willingly to re-
pudiate and succeed these theories, especially French structuralism theory. At the same
time, the Europe mainland rationalism tradition had an unaware effect on them, so that
they valued theory constructing even more, and argued that it is important to hold the
community entirely. Moreover, since the fact that New Left Review is always the banner
which guide the left theory and mass movement in Europe and America, the Structural-
ist Marxism has been having the strong consciousness to combine theory with practice.
The two schools have diverged of the views seriously since 1960’s and debated over a
long time. Finally, the conversation has been holding between the two schools through
the debate, and they integrated themselves into Marxism. The main role of this thesis is
to arrange and analyze the theory debate and conversation between Thompson and An-
derson. It is helpful to us to inquire into the learning distinguishing feature and the de-
velopment venation of the two schools. And it can supply the reference in the process of
our understanding Marxism correctly .

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Study on the Reformation of Land Acquisition System in China

Abstract

Land acquisition is a kind of administrative behavior that the country makes to ac-
quire the land of other civil subjects by force, and recompense them for the public pur-
pose. It is the one-way transformation of the ownership between country and peasant col-
lectives, and has such basic characteristics as mandatory, purpose, compensating, etc.

The current institution of land acquisition of our country is produced under the
background of planned economic system, which meets the economic development at that
time and the national industrial policy’s needs. But with the establishment of the market
economic system of our country, our contry has carried on corresponding improvement
and perfection to the laws and regulations about land acquisition, but still a lot of ques-
tions exist.

. This thesis focuses on the front issue of our country land acquisition, chooses the
subject correlated with my research direction, uses such methods as research of docu-
ments, social investigation, comparing, summing up, combination of theory and prac-
tice, etc., proceeds with intension and characteristic of land acquisition at first, intro-
duces the basic content of land acquisition. Then this text carries on comparative re-
search for representatives’ developed capitalist country and the land acquisition institu-
tion of Hong Kong and Taiwan of our country, think various countries land acquisition
institution generally have the characteristics of defined public interests, distinct land
property right, abundant and rational compensation system and strict legal procedure,
etc.

Compared with these countries (districts) , the type of land acquisition is not clear
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in our country’s current land acquisition institution, the range is too wide, go beyond
the categories of public interests; The procedure of land acquisition is opaque, the pro-
cedure of appeal and award is not perfect; The compensation of land acquisition is low,
the assignment of compensate project is unreasonable; Laws and regulations of land ac-
quisition is imperfect, lack of powerful supervision measure,etc. , it is difficult to pro-
tect the cultivated land effectively. Through analyzing, this text thinks above-mentioned
defects are caused by lots of interactive factors in many aspects, such as the achieve-
ments examine system, legislative thinking, legislative design, land idea, etc. , not by
the single factor.

In order to remedy these defects, this thesis proposes defining the range of “public
interests”, confirming the compensating standard of land acquisition, perfecting the
ownership system of collective land and the land acquisition procedure, advising to
make the reform idea of “law of land acquisition ”.
