Abstract

Singapore proves to be an extremely active mini state in the
post-war international world during the Lee Kuan Yew’s era.
Depending on its characteristic diplomatic strategy as well as ap-
plication to achieve the unique catalogue of small state diploma-
cy, it has converted into an excellent example exerting great in-
fluence. This dissertation reveals the state’s active and practical
diplomacy characteristics and sums up its success and loss, on
the basis of its actualization of diplomacy strategies in the light of
the state’s security, economy, regional and global politics,
which probes into the particularity of small-state diplomacy in
the process of globalizatioﬁ. It posts the successful approach
from a new angle of view, and explores the tactics to cope with
the international changes when confronted with the cold war and
globalization, through active diplomacy strategies to guaraAntee
the state benefits and to promote.economy growth and thus to
seek the hint for the underdeveloped countries to realize the in-

teraction between interior and exterior affairs.
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The dissertation contains seven chapters, It combines point
with side, taking the two important diplomacy aspects, security
and economy as point, taking the regional and global diplomacy
scope as side, to present the state’s characteristics in diplomacy.
Themes and outlines for each chapter are as follow:

Chapter 1 is the basis of the whole essay, it analyzing the
background and basic objective for the‘ state’s diplomacy. It
claims that, in Lee Kuan Yew’s era, such factors as Singapore’s
geographical location, history of founding, political construct,
economical level and culture had generated a great influence on it
diplomatic strategy and behavior. Furthermore, Lee’s personal
philosophy for state affairs management had stigmatized it diplo-
macy, owing to the state’s political system and his personal pres-
tige. In terms of the exterior factors, the international environ-
ment, especially geography-based politics, had exerted its unde-
niable effect on the policy setting-up and performance. To face
the national particularity and international cémplexity, and to
ensure the maximum interests of the state, Singapore has long
exercising state-benefit foremost, active and practical diplomatic
principles.

Chapter ]I states Singapore’s security diplomatic strategy.
The nation has a strong sense of security and it implies an over-
all-defense policy. However, a small nation couldn’t rely exces-
sively on self-defense and thus security diplomacy has been
worthwhile and has been a key point deserving more attention.

Based on the Allied Defense Treaty of Five Nations, military co-
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operation of the Association of Southeast Asian Nations, military
drill bases abroad, Singapore has set up a great net for safety,
enabling itself to be one element of the whole. Singapore is see-
king, in a more stable regional and internal environment, securi-
ty sense, relying on the U.S. guidance and multi-involvement
Asian and Pacific Security Strategy.

Chapter [[l stress Singapore’s economy diplomatic strategy,
revealing the narrow-sense as well broad-sense approaches it
adopts to realize its economic achievements through diplomatic
activities. The role of economic diplomacy in the whole of diplo-
macy is fundamentally decided by its extremely external econo-
my. By taking advantage of its location and the favorable inter-
national situation, it carries forward “Global City” economic di-
plomacy strategy, following the basic principle of security fore-
most, multi-involvement and multi~-corporation, to achieve the
international and regional economic center goal. Its accomplish-
ments successfully go with the general development national
strategy. This chapter cites the examples of Singapore-Japan di-
plomacy and economic cooperation among the South East Asian
Nations to analyze and explore both success and existing prob-
lems in its economy diplomacy.

Chapter IV discusses Singapore’s regional diplomacy and re-
lationship. To improve its regional surviving environment, Sin-
gapore reinforces good relations of neighborhood, but its tense
relationship in structure with Malaysia can frequently be the

weatherglass of its neighboring relation. Therefore, a good rela-
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tionship with Indonesia plays as a kind of lubricant to easy it re-
gional environment. Singapore made use of the chance provided
by the problem of Cambodia, got enrolled in the Association of
Southeast Asian Nations, took an active part in the transmission
of regional diplomatic affairs so as to make Singapore a regional
platform for its diplomacy and to increase its status regionally
and internationally. But, as is shown, there still exists a gap be-
tween its effort to get enrolled and the reality of regional cooper-
ation. So, the relationship with the neighborhood tends to be ex-
cessive and reliable. "

Chapter V explores Singapore’s strategy and behaviors to
cope with international polity and world affairs. During the cold
war, Singapore followed mainly the principle of pragmatism,
broke the restriction of ideology and developed its relation with
such powers as America and the former Soviet Union, focusing
on economic benefits. To win a place in the international society,
it participated actively in the activities organized by the United.
Nations and nonalignment organizations, and it make attempts to
let its voice head by the word, to present a small nation’s wi-
shes, and to safeguard the nation’s interests.

The epilogue abstracts the speciality and the illumination of
Singapore’s diplomacy by comparing the universality of the small
countries. Singapore has the originality in much aspect include
diplomatic function, diplomatic philosophy, diplomatic strategy
and diplomatic resources and so on, already has causes it to be

different with the general small country but to enliven in the in-
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ternational scene positive factor, also has restricts it to continue
to maintain the influence the disadvantage factor. As the active
small country in the international society, the success and failure
of Singapore’s diplomacy in Lee Kuan Yew’s era leaves us many

enlightenment.
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
