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Yes! What can I do for you?

Okay! So let me get some details. What’s your name?

Could you spell your family name for me?

Well, let me go and check on the computer and see what I have. Umm, listen. Leave
this with me. Could you come back after class this afternoon?

Now for those intending to take in Eznia as part of a longer tour and want to wait till you get
to another country, do remember that some Eznion consulates in neighboring country require you
to provide a letter form your own embassy, just to confitm your nationality. You can find a list of
major embassies throughout the world in the student handbook on page 13. Oh, and one thing,
check whether you need a multiple entry visa if you are leaving and re-entering Eznia on your
tour.

Now, some miscellaneous general advice.

Firstly, if you are rich enough to bring in over one thousand US dollars in cash or travelers’
check to Ezonoia, you need to fill the currency form. Don’t forget this. You could get into trouble
if you do. You must declare all of your items, such as video cameras, on a tourist written export
form, which you can arrange to carry in advance. Regarding the health regulations, although
Eznia is becoming a healthier country with very passing year, it is still distrusted in the part of the
neighboring countries, and therefore it is worthwhile carrying a health certificate. The one you
need is BM276. :
