The domestic textile part consists of the basic economic in-

fiber products,the sales and consumption of fiber products in
domestic market and the foreign trade of fiber products.

The global textile part consists of world production value
and capacity of fibers, world production value and capacity of
fiber products,world trade of fibers and fiber goods and the ba-
sic economic indexes of national economies and fiber processing
industries of some major countries.

IMustration of words in China Textile Yearbook are as fol-
lows:

1. Fiber means textile fiber;fiber goods include fiber, tex-
tiles and clothing ; textile goods include textiles and clothing.

2. Data of external trade are general adopted from Nation-
al Custom Statistics. Imports or exports are classified according
to United Nations” SITC, for example SITC26 fiber, SITC85
textile, SITC84 clothing. The recorded values of imports are
CIF values. The recorded values of exports are FOB values.

3. “+e"means that the quantity or value is not enough to
comecise one unit. “blank”means that the statistic datum is not
available. “—"means that there is no statistic datum.
