Passage Two
In Britain, if you are found guilty of a crime, you can be sent to prison or
be fined or be ordered to do community work such as tidying pubic places and
helping the old. You may also be sent to special centers where you learn practi-
cal skills like cooking, writing and car maintenance. Around five percent of the
prison population are women. Many prisons were built over one hundred years

ago. But the government will have built eleven new prisons by next year. There

are two sorts of prisons, the open sort and the closed sort. In the closed sort,
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prisoners are given very little freedom. They spend three to ten hours outside
their cells when they exercise, eat, study, learn skills, watch TV and talk to
other prisoners.
