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Abstract

China’s economic development has entered the state of “new normal”.
Knowing, adapting to and guiding the new normal is the big trend and background of
China’s current and future development. In this background, Guiyang, as a
provincial capital city in less-developed western region, proposes the six projects to
build an upgraded version of Guiyang and explores the road of urban transformation
and innovative development, by sticking to “two bottom lines” , namely, economic
development and eco-environment protection. Based on their own advantages, ten
districts/ counties of Guiyang city integrate to the overall development and explore the
new development in multiple areas and at multiple layers, becoming a key strategic
support for Guiyang to embark on the intensive development.

Under the theme of “ Garden-style city development and green development”,
. The Innovation Development Report of Guiyang No. I: Wudang Chapter starts from the
innovation of governance system in new cities and focuses on theoretical research on
the development of tourism industry, high-tech industry and rural-urban integration
in less-developed regions, combining theoretical review and empirical studies, and
based on comprehensively and objectively assessing Wudangdistrict according to
comprehensive “Six-Guiyang” assessment index system. Also, this report elaborates
key issues in new city development such as the development of agricultural technology
park,, medical heath industry, urban vacation and leisure zone, micro-enterprise, and
new community construction in line with Wudong local situation. Some good
experiences and practices are reviewed and summarized in such areas as government
and community cooperation, service-oriented government development, smart city,
eco-industrial park, and the development of village collective economy.

Based on the above analysis, this report concludes that the less developed western
region shall focus on establishing eco-city through capitalizing on extensive eco-
resources and integrating the economic development with ecological protection. In

the future, Wudang shall stick to this development ideology and build a cultural and
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low-carbon Wudang with beautiful landscape. Grasping the opportunities of new city
development and garden-style city construction, it shall upgrade its industrial structure
and system projects, such as urban-rural construction, eco-environment protection,
people’s welfare and governance by laws. Wudang shall make achievements in such
areas as ecological development, industrial restructuring, integrated urban-rural
development, smart city, social governance innovation, technology innovation,
human resource management innovation and provide valuable experience for Guiyang

and even the whole western less-developed region.
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
