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Vilma likes travelling by bus better than travelling by
airplane for four reasons. First, it costs less. She can ride by
bus from New York to Chicago for $ 20. Yet,the air fare be-
tween the two cities is § 78. Second, travelling by bus gives
her a closer look at the cities and countryside than shé could

get from a plane. For example, she enjoys through the big
cities of Philadelphia, and Fort Wayne. Third, Vilma finds
that the passengers on the bus are often closer to her own
age. So, they are easy to talk with on the shared travel ad-
venture. In contrast, many airline passengers are business-
men who keep busy with their work while flying. Fourth,
riding a bus allows Vilma to explore any stop along the
way. For instance, once she got off the bus at a small town
in Indiana and spent the night with a girl {riend. Then, the
next day she took another bus to Chicago. For these rea-
sons, Vilma usually prefers buses instead of planes unless
she has to get somewhere in a hurry.
