Jiaotong University is one of a few universities having the longest
history and enjoying high reputation in China. In the fifties of this
century . she experienced the great movement from Shanghai o Xi'an,
making the university two ones, and setting up a successful example in
strategical plan of adjusting Chinese high education. During the last few
decades, standing separately in the north-west and south-east of China.
Xi'an Jiaotong University and Shanghai Jiaotong University . echoing
each other from a distance. have made important contributions to the
training of high professionals for China and the development of science
and technology. On the basis of accurate and rich file data. the authors
have made broad and profound investigations.
