Migration and Crime in China

Abstract

Migration here refers to the internal migration in China. And
the migrants or the transient people refer to those whose present
residences are not their registered permanent residences. In other
words, they are unregistered residents in the cities. These people
leave the countryside in the hope of finding work in the
cities. This group is estimated to involve 80 million people annual-
ly, many of whom face transitional problems when they reach the
cities and are confronted with a different value system and
lifestyle. One of the problems is crime. The more transient people,
the more crimes the cities will happen. The crimes committed by
the transient people have obvious traits of their native country-
side. The subject of the crimes is very complex with multiform
crimes. The criminals flee hither and thither and are very hard to
be captured. Their means of crime are deceitful and seriously en-
danger the society. The social mobility theory is a new theory to
explain the crime phenomenon of the transient people, whose the-
oretical frame is social mobility—the degree of inequality—relative
deprivation—crime. It means, the more frequently the society

flows, the higher degree of inequality is, with the more serious



relative deprivation and the more crime.The compact community
of the transient people in the cities is the unique angle of view to
observe their crimes. The crime prevention of the transient people
can be divided into three levels. The first level is to transit the sur-
plus labor in the countryside; the second level is to strengthen the
control of the transient people in the cities; and the third level is
to reform the criminal of the transient people.
